his term BIH will offer for the first time a Hebrew language
T course. Introduction to Biblical Hebrew will meet twice a week

(Monday and Thursday evenings) for 17 weeks beginning
January 11, 2010. The instructor, Ms. Yamit McCormick, has over 15
years of teaching, tutoring and counseling experience in the Hebrew
language in Israel, Oklahoma and Hawaii. Ms. McCormick talked
about the course and shared her goals for the class.

BIH: Why is the Hebrew language important to you?

YM: Biblical Hebrew is the original language of the Bible. It is the
language in which the Almighty spoke forth the Torah to Moses,
and the language in which the prophets expressed their revelations.

BIH: What will your class be like?

YM: Students will learn the Hebrew alphabet and words with an
emphasis on their deeper meanings. By the end of the course they
should be able to read, write and apply understanding of the origi-
nal Hebrew text, which will reflect a deeper understanding of the
Word of God. Through this they will develop a closer relationship to
God and Yeshua the Messiah.

BIH: Why do you think people are interested in Hebrew?

YM: Jesus and the authors of the Bible spoke and read Hebrew.
And people are also interested in the Judeo-Christian roots of
the Bible.

BIH: Seventeen weeks is a long time. Do you think people can
remain committed for that length of time?

YM: Oh yes! There’s never a dull moment in class, especially when
students come with an expectation for learning more. The exciting

part of the class is the interaction with other students and teacher.

We'll read, write and speak in front of the class. Don't miss this op-
portunity to make the Bible come alive in your life!
